What is Art?
The B.F.A. is a selective art program providing in-depth instruction in the visual arts through 
a high concentration of coursework in the Department of Art. Admission is based on portfolio 
evaluation. The B.F.A. is oriented toward professional practice or admission to a master’s
degree program.

What are the major requirements?
Go to www.catalogs.umn.edu/programs.html and select “undergraduate majors.” 

How do I declare an Art major?
You will be required to declare a major by the time you have completed 60 credits.
1. Talk with someone from the department: an adviser, a professor, or a teaching assistant, to 

learn more about the fi eld of art and the B.F.A application.
2. When you decide upon an art major, meet with the Coordinator of Advising from the 

department to complete a Major Program form.
3. Bring a copy of the completed form to your CLA student community. 
4. If you decide to change your major, contact your CLA student community for information 

on the new major’s declaration process.

What can I do with a major in Art?

Skills
Art majors develop skills that are applicable to a wide variety of careers. These skills include:
• Specialized skills in a fi ne arts fi eld
• Verbal and written communication skills
• Creative problem solving skills
• Listening, clarifying, questioning and responding skills
• Ability to work well with diverse groups
• Research skills and the ability to work with details

Employment
Common areas of employment for this major include but are not limited to:
• Arts and Culture—independent studios, galleries and museums, production, technician, 

designer
• Media—writing, editing, public relations, advertising, commercial art, critics
• Business—marketing, human resources, sales, consulting, recruiting, agents
• Education—art/music/dance therapy, teaching, research, student affairs
• Nonprofi t—fundraising, programming, management, exhibition and display
